The best essays will demonstrate a sophisticated 

understanding of autism spectrum disorder, human behavior, and clinical 

approaches to mental health disorders. 

b. If you have a personal set of motivations relating to autism (a friend, 

family member, other experience) please share this as well. 

c. Please post this to a personal website, social media page, or blog in order 

to share this learning and awareness opportunity with others.  Building 

awareness of ABA therapy and Autism Spectrum Disorder is one of 

the key ways that more patients over the last decades have brought this 

disorder into public attention.
