  YOUR COLLEGE BOARD ACCOUNT. You may only purchase AP exams between         
 September 18, 2019 and November 5, 2019. STUDENTS WILL BE RESPONSIBLE 
 FOR $40 UNUSED/CANCEL EXAM FEE if they do not show up on test day!  Be sure 
 to check and see if your student qualifies for a fee waiver, and if so,  the directions for 
 obtaining a fee waiver.  The fee waiver paperwork can be  completed immediately 
 and turned in to Mrs. McIntosh in the office.  For any questions contact Mrs. Gajdusek 
 in the counseling office.
