As a result, the Elbow Creek Hall has established the Elbow Creek Hall Scholarship of $500.00 for a student from a Visalia High School who has demonstrated academic achievement and been active in community service for the advancement of the rural setting in America. 

To be eligible, students must be a senior in good standing and must have a minimum grade point average of 2.5 and be active in the promotion of the rural setting in America.  Also, students must plan to enroll as a full-time student at a fully accredited academic institution.

In a two (2) page essay, the student must outline their academic plans and how those plans will translate into the advancement of rural America.  Further, the student must also discuss how their community involvement has provided them with a strong sense of the problems faced by many farmers and provide ideas or alternatives to alleviate or remedy their problems.
